We are not your typical 9-5 service, so  flexibility is the key and offers activities and dating chaperones at various times to suit the service users  timetable, therefore offering a continuum stream of care for the member.  In the past a small amount of local authorities funding has been made available to Stars in the Sky to help cover a specific initiative, but does not supply the project with the core source of funding.  Stars continue to approach Charitable Trusts and Foundations (including the Big Lottery). Without this support Stars in the Sky project would and WILL SOON CEASE TO EXIST.
